Please use extreme caution when  
 handling the light pipe.

Ŷ The /ight Pipe is highly reÀective, use proper eye protection when installing.  Avoid  
 leaving the pipe exposed to the sun without the protective coating.  �The protective  
 coating shouldn’t be removed until 6tep 6.�

Ŷ (nsure normal safety precautions are taken when using tools and walking on roofs.

Ŷ 'o not cut any structural members in the house.

Ŷ (nsure overhead utility line, wire runs and plumbing or ventilation ducts will not  
 interfere with the light pipe installation.

Ŷ 0easure twice and cut once.

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STEP 1   )or the roof cutout, 
choose the location for the 
tubular skylight installation.  ,f the 
drop ceiling is already installed, 
remove the ceiling tile that the 
tubular skylight Transition %ox 
(J) will replace. 6et up a ladder 
under the location and place a 
À ashlight on top of the ladder, the 
resulting À ashlight beam will mark 
the location for the centering hole 
of the À ashing unit on the roof.  
:ith a drill bit and appropriate extension rods, drill a pilot hole in the marked 
location on the bottom side of the roof.

STEP 4   &aulk underside 
of À ashing with the provided 
caulking material (Q). Two 
concentric rings of caulking 
material are suffi cient. Turn 
À ashing right�side�up and center 
over hole cut in 6tep 3. Press 
fi rmly down on À ashing until 
caulk slightly squee]es out at the 
lip of the À ashing.

STEP 2   2n the roof, locate 
the centering hole and outline 
the diameter of the hole that 
the pipe will pass through by 
turning the )lashing (E) upside 
down and marking the inside 
lip of the À ashing unit �see 
diagram�.

STEP 3   :ith a reciprocating 
saw, cut the diameter of the 
hole 1´ larger than the area 
marked in 6tep 2.

IMPORTANT: The light pipe 
must pass between the 
roof rafters. DO NOT CUT 
THROUGH ANY FRAMING 
MEMBER.

STEP 5   Peel the protective 
backing off the black horsehair 
gasket (C) and apply gasket on 
the inner lip of the À ashing collar.  
6ecure À ashing with �8� Phillips 
head 1 ò´ screws (D) provided. 
(venly space the screws around 
the lip of the À ashing. Place fi rst 
screw at the 12 o’clock position, 
then next directly across from it at 6�00. The third screw should go at 
9�00 and the next screw directly across at 3�00, etc. &aulk over the screw 
heads, since they will be exposed to the weather.

STEP 6   To assemble light 
pipe (F), peel back the protective 
coating that covers the mirror 
coating about 1´ from the opposite 
edge of the double�sided tape. 
5emove paper backing from the 
double�sided tape and overlap tube 
ends and seal edges. Put pressure 
on both sides of seal to ensure 
a good bond. 6ecure tube using the �2� ò´ self�tapping 
screws (H) provided. Then place foil tape (G) over the 
entire seam to strengthen seal. :hen joining two pipe 
sections together, place crimped end into the next section 
of pipe. 6ecure the connection of the two sections of light pipe 
with �2� ò´ self�tapping screws provided and seal joints with foil tape (G).

STEP 7   ,n the room below, 
5emove the existing 'iffuser by 
pulling down on the two small 
tabs on the outside frame of the 
Transition %ox.

STEP 8   Peel the protective 
backing off the white nylon 
horsehair gasket (I) and apply 
gasket on the ,N6,'( &2//A5 
2) T+( T5AN6,T,2N %2; (J) 
ò´ down from top of the collar.

STEP 11   'rill a ó´ hole 
through the transition box 
close to the /(' 4uadrant 
with the loose wire.  )eed the 
wire through the hole so it can 
connect to the /(' 'river (O).

STEP 12   2pen the /(' 
'river (nclosure (P) and 
feed the loose wire from the 
/(' 4uadrant up the hollow, 
threaded blot and into the /(' 
'river (nclosure.

STEP 13   8sing the :ire Nuts 
provided, connect the loose 
wire from the /(' 4uadrant to 
the /(' 'river� make sure the 
positive wire connects with the 
positive wire and the negative 
with the negative. &lose the 
/(' (nclosure.

STEP 15   5eplace the 'iffuser 
on the Transition %ox by placing 
the À at tabs inside the frame fi rst 
and then pushing the diffuser in 
place.

STEP 18  Place the dome (A) on 
top of the À ashing unit. 6ecure 
dome to À ashing by screwing in 
the ��� self�tapping Phillips head 
ó´ screws (B) provided into the 
pre�drilled holes in the dome 
collar.

STEP 19  5un power to the 
/(' 'river per local electrical 
codes and use whichever control 
method is preferred, either 
manual switch, wireless remote 
control or occupancy sensor.

STEP 9   Place a :hite 
:asher (L) on each of the 
twelve �6 x ô Tek 6crews and 
place the screws through the 
pre�punched holes on the /(' 
4uadrants (K).  0ake sure you 
place the screws in from the 
blue�grey side with exposed 
/('s �bottom�.

STEP 14   6ecure the /(' 
'river (nclosure to the 
Transition %ox by feeding the 
hollow, threaded bolt through 
the ó´ hole cut in step and 
tightening one nut inside the 
Transition %ox and one nut outside 
of the Transition %ox.

STEP 17   )rom the roof, slide the 
light pipe assembly with the crimped 
edge down into the transition box 
collar. 6ecure the light pipe to the 
À ashing with the ��� Phillips À at head 
1 ò  ́screws (D) provided through the 
��� pre�drilled holes on the À ashing 
lip. �To prevent light pipe from slipping through the hole, clamp light pipe to 
À ashing or have someone hold it in place until it is secured.� ,f there is excess 
pipe sticking out of the À ashing, using tin snips, cut from the top down to the lip 
of the À ashing and trim off the excess pipe. (Use caution when handling the 
light pipe - edges of the light pipe are extremely sharp when cut).

STEP 16   ,nstall the Transition 
%ox into the ceiling grid system.
